•       The 2016-2017 academic year included heightened visa and immigration vetting and enforcement, 
government processing delays, and three Executive Orders impacting visas and travel. International 
Student and Scholar Advisors prioritize staying informed about the changing policies to provide accurate 
and timely guidance to students about a range of immigration and visa issues.  

•       Most frequent advising topics:  employment benefits, travel preparations, academic and  
immigration documentation changes.

•       7,905 advising walk-in sessions and appointments provided by eight International Student and 
Scholar Advisors.  90% of advising survey respondents rated services as ‘highest satisfaction’ for  
advisor knowledge and respect.
